· means “to go out”
· Specifically, the story of God’s people being led out of slavery by God, through Moses.
· Moses
· Mentioned more times in the New Testament than any other Old Testament (OT) figure
· Watch “Prince of Egypt” for a good biography on Mo’s life
· Moses was present at the Transfiguration
· 4th Luminous Mystery
· Chapter 20 is where we receive the 10 Commandments
· Chapter 22 is our reading.
· Notice the people God looks out for:
· Immigrant
· Orphan
· Widow
· All helpless and in need
· Reading ends with a very direct statement by God: “I am compassionate”
· Chapter 33:11
· The LORD used to speak to Moses face to face, as a person speaks to a friend. 
· Paul
· I Thessalonians 1:5c-10
· Again, Thessolonica/Duluth
· Written to let them know how proud he was of their perseverance in the faith he’d taught them and to encourage all of them to remain strong in the face of persecution and resistance.
· Jesus
· “whole law and the prophets”
· Moses and Elijah at the Transfiguration
· Summarized that love fulfilled all the O.T.
